• Supporting parents/carers: Offering a family centred ap-
proach, using person centred tools.  Acknowledging that 
they are the experts about their children and that working 
in partnership with parents delivers the best outcomes for children.  

• Providing a graduated response: Ensuring that the right service is available at the right time in or-
der to reduce or overcome child and family difficulties. 

• Focusing on the child not the agency process:  Ensuring that processes are not seen as an end in 
themselves but rather as a means of supporting good practice and improving outcomes for children.
